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The Graduate School is open to men and women from the United
States and abroad who have graduated {from approved institutions of
learning as well as to students who have already earned their master’s
degrees. The size of each entering class is limited and admission is
nccessarily sclective. Criteria for admission include the applicant’s
academic record, which in general ought to exhibit at least a B average
and ought to show distinction in the field of his proposed program of
graduate study or related ﬁelds; his letters of recommendation; and
his ability ta fulfill the language requirements of The Graduate School.
Admission is competitive, and some candidates who meet or surpass

the minimum requirements may have to be denied acceptance.
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
